On November 30, 1994 Justice Minister Allan Rock tabled in Parliament


“The Government’s Action Plan of Firearms Control.”





Section III – Border Controls on Pages 11-12: 


“The import inspection and registration process will be operated by Canada Customs officials who will ensure that accurate information is entered into the registration system as firearms enter or leave Canada.”





“For every firearm that enters or leaves Canada, the person responsible will be required to have either an import/export permit for commercial use, or a Customs declaration for personal use, so that the movement of all firearms crossing the border can be tracked.”





“The permits and declarations will form the first stage in the registration of imported firearms, allowing Canada to accurately monitor the types and quantities of weapons which flow through the country.  Import declarations and permits will only be issued to individuals and companies who have the necessary permits to possess the firearms while they are in Canada.  The costs and scrutiny involved will discourage the use of Canada as a ‘touch-down’ point for those using multiple transfers to mask the source of the illegal shipments or to avoid foreign end-user controls.”





“Shipments into Canada will be inspected to ensure that the registry information is accurate, and firearms will be tracked until they leave Canada or are registered to a private owner.”
